ABSTRACT

Rationale. An expressive direction of modern historical science is an attempt to
fully comprehend the “human dimension” of history, identify regional
characteristics, visualize the microhistorical level against the background of general
civilizational trends. In the context of the intensification of military clashes after
February 24, 2022, the occupation of some territories of Ukraine has actualized
many issues characteristic of the choice of a survival strategy for the civilian
population during previous military conflicts. The scientific novelty of the study is
determined by the very articulation of the issue, since demographic processes,
survival strategies and reflections of the population of a large city under occupation
have never become the subject of thorough scientific research.

Chapter 1 Historiography, source base and theoretical and methodological
foundations of the study reveals and identifies the main groups of the historiography
of the research issue (Soviet, modern Ukrainian and foreign groups). It is noted that
during the Soviet period, several topics were prohibited from being raised, and the
life of the population of the occupied territories was considered only according to

the principles of 'friend or foe', ‘those for us and those against us'. However, the
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exploratory studies of Soviet researchers, while mainly having an ideological basis,
nevertheless contained specific informative historical material, which is a significant
source basis for modern research.

A new stage in the Ukrainian history science began with the declaration of
Ukraine's independence. Without the ideological regulations and restrictions that
were inherent in the previous era, various approaches to the study of the past have
developed, and there is an opportunity to involve methodological improvements and
the best achievements of foreign historiography. To solve the set tasks, a set of
archival and published materials on the daily life of the population of Odesa during
the Romanian occupation was analyzed and put into scientific circulation. Many
unpublished documents are introduced into scientific circulation for the first time,
and already known materials are interpreted in the light of new methodological
concepts.

The research uses an interdisciplinary approach, which is implemented using
the categorical apparatus and research tools of other humanities, social and
behavioral sciences. The dissertation research is based on a complex of general
scientific and interdisciplinary, special and specific historical methods, which are
used in modern history science.

Considerable attention is paid to the methods of interpreting oral historical
materials. It is noted that the ratio of subjective and objective elements in oral
narration is explained primarily by the specificity of the cognitive process in the
study of social and historical phenomena. This is about an approach that allows
identifying the internal reflection of the respondent, who is the bearer of historical
information, and the external reflection of the interviewer, who is the subject of
cognition.

Chapter 2 The population of Odesa in the context of the social and national
policy of the Romanian occupation authorities examines the activities of the
Romanian occupation administration in organizing the life support in Odesa,

highlights the dynamics of demographic changes in Odesa during its occupation, and
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provides a description of the organization of support by the Romanian occupation
administration.

It has been proven that the formal civil administration was built in a completely
average way even for today's time. Most Romanian and European cities were
probably governed by the same bodies and structures at that time. Transnistria and
Odesa itself were perceived by the new owners as a zone that was to later become
part of Romania, and before that it had to go through a kind of 'adaptation’ stage.
Odesa inhabitants were forced to communicate with new officials to solve all their
household, work, communal and social issues. Most of the residents of Odesa
remained ordinary people, gradually accepting the new government. The
bureaucratic machine of the invaders was characterized by inertia and slowness in
social work, but the city leadership made efforts to help weakly protected categories
of citizens to prevent unnecessary excessive mortality among them.

The dynamics of the population, its structure, size, vital activity of the city of
Odesa during the occupation, its specific living conditions, and ethnic composition
have been studied. This aspect is one of the most important components of social
history, which focuses on the cultural and anthropological transformations in society
due to the war. Particular attention is paid to the need to use the latest policies of
accounting for the city's population based on office documents, statistical reports,
and acts of various commissions that recorded losses and damage caused. The
comparative analysis of Soviet and Romanian documents was made, and it made
possible to identify some contradictions. At the same time, based on a
comprehensive study of all types of documents, reasonable conclusions were made
regarding the dynamics of the population of Odesa at different stages of World War
I1: during the defense of the city, the years of occupation, and immediately after the
liberation of Odesa from the invaders.

All the normative documents and legal acts available in the archives that
regulated the issues of pension and social security of the population of Transnistria
and Odesa in 1941-1944 have been analyzed. The legal norms that regulated the
social sphere of the city under occupation, their adequacy and efficiency, were also
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assessed. The bodies of the occupation authorities that were responsible for
patronage, pension and social security, registration and financial processes have
been identified. The entire array of Russian-language local periodicals of the
occupants, which informed the population on the specified issues, was processed.
The standards for pension payments, the procedure for calculating, funds and
amounts spent by the Romanian authorities in 1943-1944 have been presented. For
the first time, a list of categories of citizens who received personal pensions from the
occupiers and the categories of Odesa citizens who were deprived of payments is
established. It was concluded that the Romanian administration in Transnistria, after
the destruction of the Jewish and Roma population, was concerned about the issue of
paying pensions to citizens of all other ethnic and social categories, taking
responsibility for the humanitarian component of the undoubtedly inhumane
phenomenon of the occupation system.

Chapter 3 Survival strategies of the urban population of Odesa under
occupation describes various forms of cooperation between the population of Odesa
and the Romanian occupation authorities, shows the activities of the Soviet guerilla
fighter and underground movement in Odesa, examines the specifics of the steps of
invaders to destroy the local Jewish population in occupied Odesa (1941-1942), and
traces changes in the psychological mechanism of choosing survival strategies by
women in Odesa. According to the choice of survival strategy under occupation, the
following groups of the population have been identified: those who contacted the
invaders; those who joined the resistance movement; those who needed help, that is,
socially vulnerable groups of the population. In addition, the major ethnic groups of
Odesa residents are identified as a criterion for understanding reflections on the
occupation regime. Therefore, to identify the specifics of approaches to choosing
strategies, the bulk of residents has been classified by ethnicity, age, and gender.

The study examines cooperation with the invaders or collaborationism as a
separate area of the survival strategy for a significant number of the population. At
the same time, it is emphasized that collaborationism as voluntary, conscious and

intentional cooperation with the enemy is an insufficiently studied phenomenon in
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historical literature, since the topic of cooperation with the occupation regime in
Ukraine has long been considered undesirable. A distinction is made between
conscious collaborationism, initiative collaboration, generated by a balanced desire
to assist the invaders, and forced collaboration that was caused by circumstances.
Military and economic (civilian) collaborationism were distinguished. Military
collaborationism is divided into passive (work in military units) and active
(participation in hostilities with weapons). The civilian collaborationism was mainly
forced. Several key motives for civil collaboration have been identified: the need to
return to one’s usual profession; service for the occupiers because of a dead end; the
desire to do business, which is common for Odesa; to put into effect deserved
dissatisfaction with the Soviet government and its system; attempts to curry favor
with the new government out of a sense of cowardice and opportunism; an attempt
to avoid a more difficult fate than the one that developed at each specific moment in
life.

The study examines Russian anti-Soviet organizations that collaborated with
the occupants in Odesa: the Russian All-Military Union, the People's Labor Union
of Russian Solidarists, the Russian Security Corps, the Society of Former Military
Officials of the Russian Army, and followers of the "Vlasov" movement.

Cultural collaborationism has been highlighted, namely, collaboration of
employees of local newspapers, theaters, museums, and educational institutions with
the occupants. The motives for such collaboration were determined: hatred of the
Soviet government, greed, personal adventurism, to earning the living, and
development of creative abilities.

It has been found that most people faced the usual alternative: to survive or die,
without livelihood. They tried to preserve their property, resume work, establish
business, feed their loved ones, contacting and collaborating with the occupiers.
Such adaptation to new conditions can be considered the most widespread and
natural.

There were four periods of formation and struggle of Soviet sabotage,

underground groups and guerilla detachments in Odesa defined: 1. Detachments of
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the defense period, August — September 1941, groups were formed in Odessa, sent
to the back areas of the Romanian troops for sabotage and reconnaissance work; 2.
Detachments left in the city, operating from October 16, 1941, and almost
completely destroyed by mid-1942; 3. Small underground groups, which activity can
be traced in 1942-1944; 4. Detachments organized just before the liberation of
Odesa in late 1943 — early 1944, the largest category in terms of numbers. It is
emphasized that, in fact, it is impossible to name a single detachment or group that
would have been active the entire time the occupation lasted. The Holocaust became
a real humanitarian catastrophe in Odesa, which led, among other things, to
significant ethnic and demographic casualties, because in terms of the Jewish
population in pre-war times, Odesa was one of the largest cities in Ukraine, and an
important center of Jewish culture. Using four types of calculations, the final figure
was derived from 103 to 118 thousand Odesa Jews killed in 4 months (from October
1941 to March 1942).

It was found that women constituted a large category of the city’s population
under the occupation in Odesa. Accordingly, it was they who bore the burden of
their families’ survival. To save their own lives and those of their loved ones,
primarily their parents and children under the occupation of Odesa, women had to
adapt to the new government and new realities of existence. They forged the
necessary documents, using the almost total corruption of Romanian officials,
resorted to demonstrating poverty or illness, complained about the absence of a
breadwinner, who was forcibly mobilized into the Red Army, in order to receive
social assistance from the welfare agencies of the occupation authorities. Women
mastered new professions and crafts, were forced to go to the market and resort to
barter. Another way for women to survive was to cohabit with representatives of the
occupation administration and the military — Romanians or Germans.
